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About this Arabic Language Syllabus

Method & Pattern:
This Arabic Syllabus is designed keeping in mind the need of Arabic as a language for Indian secular
schools and the step by step method of language development in children during their schooling

from Nursery to 10th Standard.

Arabic as a Second language for Non-Arab students:

Second language technique has been inculcated in designing; as such this syllabus is the right choice
for Arabic as a second language in school curriculum. The base of this Arabic language syllabus is
taken from the Arabian Peninsula (Jazeerat-Ul-Arab) but care has been taken not to include the Non-
Arabic flavor (Ajmiyat) and the tough Egyptian Arabic pattern. Modern teaching techniques suiting
Indian circumstances have been considered in the framing & designing the Arabic Syllabus according

to the age group of the Indian children.

Moral Values:
In Sha Allaah, this syllabus will be a powerful tool in creating a healthy environment which is the key

for learning a language and development of moral values & character.

Knowing the Rules:

Do not teach the rules first and then give examples, instead, give the examples first and then lay out the rule.
For Example: >, and (/> ), first explain the example and then state the rule.

In a same way, the differentiation should be explained first with an example like «lus and L. and then the
rule should be explained.

You should connect the students with the verses from the Qur’an while explaining the rule. This will help in
increasing the connection of the students with the Qur’an.

Enable the students to memorize the related verses of the Qur’an according their level of understanding.

You should explain the Juz Amma or at least from Surah Feel to Surah Naas in accordance with the rules taught.

Learning the Arabic Vocabulary:

You should use other vocabulary along with the vocabulary give in the book and make new sentences to
explain to the students. Opposites should also be used while explaining and teaching the students.

For Example: .. (from) should be used like the following:

Each word should be taken, and its usage should be explained.

Another example:uix.ull Jl cwe3(I went to the masjid), . oladl 3l cee3(I went to the Ground) assad! 315 eald . (1
went for Umrah to Saudi).

They should be taught all the usages from now itself and it should not be delayed.

Conversations:

Some examples of conversations have been given and once the pattern has been grasped, more words should
be added and made to memorize.

The words should be changed each time and practiced by both the teacher and the student.

Audio system should be setup and everyday Arabic audios should be played.

Using audios is very important since the students should not only look at the books but also listen to the
audios.

Arabic Cartoons should also be played so that it becomes entertaining for them.

The Arabic audios and videos could be accessed from Islamweb.net’s Kids section and also from
Askislampedia.com’s Kid’s section. The students could listen from them.

Correct Pronunciation

The kids should also be encouraged to memorize the Hadeeth. The pronunciation should be proper and read
like the Arabs with proper tajweed and style of the Arabs. The should not speak Arabic in a foreign way.

Special Tracking System

Note: Some students attend the classes late or they join the class after missing the first few classes then they
should be made to listen to Shaykh Arshad Basheer Madani’s rhymes, and the Vocabulary book from Nursery to
UKG should be downloaded and taught. The books could be downloaded from : askmadani.com

TYPES OF FEMININE NOUNS:

1. ORIGINAL FEMININE NOUNS: Nouns which are by itself feminine in nature are considered as feminine
nouns. Example Jaariyah, Ummun, Ukhtun, Bintun, etc.

2. QIYASI FEMININE NOUNS:

a. Those words which ends with a round ~ are considered as feminine, Example: Salah, garden, deeds etc.
Masculine words can be changed to feminine by adding round ‘ta’ at the end. Example: Aalim to Aalima-tun, Sajid
to Sajida-tun.

However there are few exceptions like words: Khaleefa, Alaama etc however they are not feminine nouns.

b. Those words which ends with ‘alif and hamza’ are considered as feminine Nouns.

Example Saudau, Baydau, etc

c. Those words which ends with ‘Arabic YA+alif are considered as feminine nouns. However Ya is pronounce as
Alif. Example Sughra, Kubra, etc.

3. SIMA’EE MUANNAS:

Non living things are considered as Masculine or Feminine according to Arab culture. There is no “it” in Arabic
language. Example Trees are feminine in Arabic.

There are some words in Arabic language which are by itself feminine because they have been used by arabs as
muannas like arzun ,Shamsun, huarbun, ainun , samaun ,reehun .

Similarly the names of countries, dual body parts, are couted as muannas.
